


Throughout 2007, BioCrossroads”accelerated Indiana's drive toward
recognition as one of America's premier life sciences hubs. And
the biotechnology industry took note. A report from BIO/Battelle
ranked the Indianapolis area as the ninth largest region in the U.S.
for bioscience jobs at 24,051. For comparison, the Indianapolis
Metropolitan Statistical Area (MSA) stands ahead of San Diego,
Washington, D.C., Seattle and Atlanta in business employment in
this prized sector of opportunity.

BIO/Battelle's newest regional report further validated a previous
study by these industry experts, showing Indiana as one of the
nation's top four states in the number and concentration of life
sciences-related jobs (Growing the Nation's Bioscience Sector:
State Bioscience Initiatives 2006).

Whether it's finding money, launching new businesses, or

partnering with Indiana’s research institutions and global

companies, BioCrossroads works to build healthier communities

and a healthier economy. In 2007, BioCrossroads demonstrated,

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A Catalyst for the Economy

BioCrossroads worked closely with our colleagues at the
Indiana Economic Development Corporation (IEDC), and
local economic development groups, to attract two new
major companies to the Central Indiana region, which
included the Medco Health Solutions project—one of the
largest site selection opportunities anywhere in the U.S.
in 2007. With our in-depth knowledge of the life sciences
community and marketplace, BioCrossroads was able to
play a pivotal role in helping to generate creative ideas for
collaboration and connection for these and many other
prospective new participants in our economy. The result?
According to the IEDC, Indiana gained the prospect of
3,000 new life sciences jobs in 2007. Specifically—

The resulting $165 million Medco facility will be located
in Boone County and will employ 1,300 highly-skilled
Hoosiers at the world's largest dispensing pharmacy—filling
more than one-and-a-half million prescriptions per week.

A Catalyst for Life Sciences
Thought Leadership

In May 2007, BioCrossroads and CONNECT—San Diego's
nationally renowned organization for the development
of innovative technology and life science businesses—
continued to build upon our growing inter-regional
collaboration by co-sponsoring a major biopharmaceutical
conference at The Salk Institute for Biological Studies in
La Jolla, Calif. The summit drew more than 200 attendees,
mostly from the San Diego area, but also included a
contingency of key Indiana executives. “Transforming the
BioPharma Risk Distribution Model" focused on the highly
interrelated, and increasingly nationwide, business of

drug discovery, definition, development, and delivery
for pharmaceutical and biotechnology companies. And,
how different regions in the U.S., including Indiana, are
particularly well positioned to take advantage of growing
trends in both the pharmaceutical and biotechnology
industries—to outsource critical functions along the path
of drug development from “bench to bedside."

Back home in October, the fourth annual Burrill Life
Sciences Media Group/BioCrossroads Indiana Life
Sciences Forum hosted a record 270 attendees, including
life sciences thought leaders, CEOs, venture capitalists
and bankers, from Indiana and around the U.S. (including
many of our colleagues from San Diego). Panel sessions
highlighted the role of Indiana's existing and emerging
companies on an expanding national biotechnology
stage. Burrill and Company, the sponsor of this event, is
a widely acknowledged leader in investing and branding
America's biotechnology industry—and was also an early
participant in the BioCrossroads-sponsored Indiana
Future Fund. Indianapolis was the only city between the
east and west coasts to host a Burrill Life Sciences Media
Group event in 2007—and will be again in 2008, planned
for October 20-21.

A Catalyst for Workforce Development
and Opportunities

Recognizing a key opportunity to advance Indiana's
biotech development and manufacturing strengths,
BioCrossroads launched a new initiative in late 2007
—BioCrossroadsLINX. BioCrossroadsLINX is a separately
incorporated non-profit organization that aims to build
educational and workforce development programs, and
both intra-regional and inter-regional collaborations,
to help Indiana's biopharma development and
manufacturing assets—our companies, our people, and
our institutions—connect with one another, as well as
with biotech discovery centers around the U.S., such
as San Diego, San Francisco and Boston. BioCrossroads,
Cook Group, the Indiana Department of Workforce
Development, the IEDC, Indiana University School of
Medicine, Ivy Tech Community College, and Purdue
University are collaborating to form LINX, bringing
together a strong alliance to create unique partnerships
across the academic and workforce spectrum.
